Students will focus on the writers’ purpose and make links between with the language and structural 
methods used. Students will begin to zoom into the language and structural techniques and comment on the 
effects. Students will learn to evaluate statements to build an argument and use a range of methods to argue, 
persuade and inform their reader and audience.

Structural methods will be used to 
structure the speech and range of ideas.    
 
We will utilise opportunities to embed 
activities and debates using the 
understanding and aspects of the topics. 
We will challenge students to construct an 
oral and written argument about their 
chosen topic.
